Social Media

As it becomes further entrenched in our daily lives, online communication and the use
of social media is increasingly impacting on the development of young people and their
interactions with each other. This can be especially dangerous for primary school-aged
children as their brains are still developing and they don't yet have the experience or
maturity to make informed decisions, distiguish between friendships and predatory
behaviours and can fall into the traps of bullying and nastiness. It can be difficult to
keep our kids away from these apps, so Kempsey South has engaged Safe on Social and
the local Police Youth Liaison Officers to support our students with the information they
require to make sensible choices when working or playing online.

Berry Street Education Model Training
As you may be aware, our staff has been training in and implementing the strategies and
philosophy of the Berry Street Education Model for the past three years. This year we
have combined with a number of other Macleay Public Schools to have joint training to
ensure that all staff receive the same intensive training across the valley. So far we have
had half of our KSPS staff trained and the other half will complete their first two days at
the back end of Weeks 3 and 6. It's a great opportunity to build our capacity to further
enhance the great gains we've made in this area over the past three years.
